7. Validity of quotation is 60 days from the date of opening. 

8. Period of work shall be for 10 months. 

9. Conditional quotations will not be entertained. 

10. Payments shall be made through Cheque only. 

11. For any lapse on the part of the Agency, the decision of the Director (Sports) shall be final and binding upon the quotationers. 

12. The quoted / accepted rates should be inclusive of all taxes / levies and nothing extra shall be payable. 

13. The tenderers / contractors hereby acknowledge, having read and understand various statutory provisions as amended upto date including but not limited to Minimum Wages Act, 1948, Contract Labour (Regulation & Abolition) Act, 1970, Employees Provident Fund & Miscellaneous Provision Act, 1952, alongwith EPF Scheme, Payment of Bonus Act, 1965, Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972 etc. and undertake to ensure compliance of all the statutory provisions of the aforesaid statutes and all other statutes for the time being in force governing the employer, employee relationship between tenderers / contractors on one hand and their employees on the other hand.
