F.M. presented the budget estimates for the year 2008-09 and
the revised budget estimates for the year 2007-08. He explained that
as per provisions contained in chapter III of DDA’s Budget & Accounts
Rule 1982, the revised budget estimates for the year 2007-08 and
budget estimates for 2008-09 under the prescribed major, minor and
detailed heads of accounts in respect of Nazul A/clI, Nazul A/c IT &
BGDA are required to be placed before the Authority by middle of
December every year. Pursuant to this provision, the revised budget
estimates for the year 2007-08 and budget estimates for the year
2008-09 have been prepared and placed before the Authority.

FM informed that timely presentation of budget during the
current year has made available Rs.51.41 crs. in RE for new schemes
dnder Nazul A/c II & BGDA (Budget of General Development Accouont)
and it will ensure timely completion of the new schemes and passing of
budget in the month of December 2007 for the ensuing year will give
adequate time to the engineers to plan the execution of projects in

advance.

FM explained that DDA prepares its budget under three heads of

accounts viz Nazul A/c I, Nazul £/c Ii & GDA.
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Hé narrated certain notable achievements of DDA:
