3. A tender by a firm must be signed by each partner or a person holding a valid power-if-attorney which must be produced for inspections by DDA. This tender must also disclose that the firm is duly registered under the Indian Partnership Act.

THE SECOND SCHEDULE

(Condition of Sale)

1. The purchaser shall within 5 Days of the acceptance of the tender pay to the Engineer the full amount tendered whereupon he shall take possession of the buildings and give a receipt for the same. No demolition shall take place before such payment is made and receipt given.

2. Full details of the material sold having been obtained from the Engineer and by inspection the purchaser shall be deemed to have full knowledge thereof and shall have no claim on account of shortage and shall be given an acknowledgement of having received the material sold on the same being handed over on acceptance of tender.

3. The material purchased shall be demolished to ground level and removed from the site and the site left level clear and tidy by and at the expense of the tenderer (i/c the provision of the necessary tackle, plant, scaffolding, etc.) within 10 Days from the date of the acceptance of the tender and in all respects to the satisfaction of the Engineer, who shall be allowed access to the work, failing which DDA shall be entitled to do it at the risk and expense of the purchaser or to treat the purchaser’s default as a ground for terminating the contract.

4. The purchaser shall be responsible for any damage done in the demolition and indemnify the DDA against any claims on account thereof i/c third party and workmen’s compensation claims. If damage is done to the said property or any adjoining property DDA shall be entitled to have the same put right at the risk and expense of the purchaser or treat the default as a ground for terminating the contract.

5. The contract shall not be assigned without the consent in writing of Engineer.

6. No work shall be done after 7P.M with unnecessary noise.

7. The building shall be at the risk of the purchaser from the date of acceptance of the tender.

8. If the purchaser fails to observer to perform any provisions of the contract or become(s) insolvent, or marks arrangement with creditors or if any bride gratuity gift loan perquisite reward or advantage pecuniary or otherwise shall either directly or indirectly be given promised or offered by the purchaser or the purchaser’s servants or agents to any public officer or person in the employment of the president in any way relating to the office or employment or if any such officer or person shall become in any way directly or indirectly interested in the contract the Engineer may determine the contract without notice and without prejudice from the purchaser of any loss thereby incurred.

9. No labourer below the age of 18years shall be employed on the work of demolition non shall female labour be employed within limits of a cantonment. The contractor shall pay his labour not less than the wages paid for similar work in the neighborhood.

10. In the case of a tender by partners any change in the constitution of the firm shall be forth with notified by the purchaser to the Engineer for his information.

11. If any dispute shall arise in connection with the contract the same shall be referred to the Chief Engineer, CWG, DDA, New Delhi, and his decision shall be final and binding of the parties.
