OFFICE ORDER


This is in continuation of this office letter No. F.1(15)/2003/N&C(H) /285 dated 19.10.2006  vide which revised policy for preferential allotment of houses/land to the persons with disability in terms of Section-43 of the persons with disability (Equal opportunities, Protection of rights and full participation) Act,   1995 issued by Ministry of Urban Development, Govt. of India vide No. O-11016/1/2006-DDII/A (196)/DDR/C dated 9th October, 2006, was circulated. As observed by the Finance Department, number of installments in respect of allotment of flats made under this Policy on hire purchase basis are required to be fixed.  As per Policy, the allottee as well as his/her legal representative and heirs cannot transfer the allotment prior to 15 years from the  delivery of possession to the allottee and would result in automatic cancellation of the flat/plot/shop and under no circumstances, such cancellation would be withdrawn.  Considering this, it has been decided that we may recover the balance 75% of the amount of the disposal cost of the flat with interest in 15 years.  In addition to this, the following important conditions are again re-produced for strict compliance:
1.
1% reservation in allotment of flats & plots and 5% reservation in allotment of shops will, henceforth, be provided to the persons with disability as defined in Section-2 of the Persons with Disability (Equal opportunities, Protection of rights and full participation) Act, 1995.  The above reservation will not be applicable in case of auction mode of disposal.
2.
Allotment of flat to the persons with disability will be made at ground floor.
3.
Allotment of flat to the person with disability would be on hire purchase basis.  The initial payment in case of hire purchase allotment would be 25% instead of 50% of the total cost applicable for general category.  The rest of the amount with interest would be taken in monthly installments in 15 years.
4.
5% rebate in the cost subject to maximum of 1.0 lac will be given to the persons with disability, who are allotted flats/plots/shops under the above quota.  Remaining condition of allotment will remain the same.  The conveyance deed papers will be executed in the name of the allottee only.
5.
In order to ensure that the concessional provisions meant for the persons with disability do not lead to misuse or speculation, it has also been decided that the letter of allotment of such flats/plots/shops would specifically state that alienation of possession of the flat/plot/shop prior to 15 years from the delivery of possession to the allottee would result in automatic cancellation of the flat/plot/shop and under no circumstances,

such cancellation would be withdrawn. In addition, the conveyance deed for all such cases would also include the following specific clause which would be projected in the letter of allotment itself, and the allottee should by way of affidavit specifically agree to the same being a part of the conveyance deed before the possession of the flat/plot/shop is delivered to the allottee.


The proposed clause would be as follows:

“That the allottee/vendee specifically agrees that he shall not part with possession of the whole or any part of the flat/plot/shop at any time prior to the expiry of 15 years from the date of actual delivery of  possession thereof by the Vendor to the allottee/Vendee and to that limited extent, the title in the property shall be deemed to continue to vest in the vendor.  It is further specifically agreed that in case the allottee/vendee violates terms of the present conveyance deed, the entire conveyance deed shall be deemed to be void and in that eventuality, the vendor shall be entitled to take back possession of the demised property from the allottee/vendee.”


In case the allottee/vendee dies prior to the expiry of the stated period of 15 years, his/her legal representatives and heirs shall be bound to honour the stated condition but shall be entitled to occupy the said plot/flat/shop.

The concession shall be applicable to persons who come within the meaning of disability as defined in the Persons with Disabilities (Equal opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full Participation) Act, 1995 and duly certified by a  Medical Board.

Sub:
Rationalization of procedure for levying misuse charges


In accordance with the Resolution no.35/2010 passed  by the Authority in its meeting held on 17.2.2010, a circular No.F.1(07)2008/DD Coordn/LD/101  dated 26th March, 2010 was issued by the Commissioner(LD) in which procedure was laid down for levying of misuse charges.  

As  per para-II of the circular, misuse charges shall be updated at the rate of 12% p.a interest upto the date of issue of demand for misuse charges or closure of misuse whichever is earlier.  The method of calculating the misuse charges in Housing as well as Lands Department is totally different.  In Housing Department, misuse charges are being recovered at fixed rate irrespective of the area and period of misuse. Now, it has been decided that the same procedure shall be followed in Housing Department as per circular issued by Commissioner(LD) referred above but the misuse charges shall be recovered as per the existing  office order no.F.21(7)84/G/Housing/548 dated 14.6.2006 issued by Housing Department.  A copy of both the circulars as referred above are attached herewith.

CIRCULAR


As per Office Order no.F.2(23)66/PC/H dated 16.11.1988, Director(Housing) is the Competent Authority to exercise the power for allowing transfer/mutation of registration/allotment/allocation within blood relation after the death of the registrant/allottee.  It has been observed that in some of the branches like LIG and Janta, mutations are being allowed within blood relation by the Director concerned and in the MIG/SFS/LAB branches, mutations are being allowed at the level of Dy.Director on the pattern of Lands Department.  This has created an anomaly.  


It has been decided that powers to carry out transfer/mutation of registration/allotment/allocation on completion of all codal formalities will be exercised by the officers of the Housing Department in the following manner:-
