While examining the plots. the following is observed:

i) Plot at Syndicate Enciave near Dabri X-ing measurmg 771 84 sq.m. is
quite close to Fruit & Vegetable market where the clover leaf of Pankha
Road Dabri flyover is landing and connecting into Palam road. This matter
was discussed with MCD officials who are constructing Dabri flyover and
was told that the old fruit & vegetable market will be completely taken over
for slip road. As they have already constructed SW drain along MCD
School boundary wall and clover leaf wilf pass outside this plot. Since the
