AND wHEREAS the Master Plan of Delhi with the perspective for the year 2021
specificaily provides for strategies for housing for urban poor as well as to deal with the
informal sector; o

AND WHEREAS & revised policy for relocation and rehabilitation of slum dwellers in the
National Capital Territory of Delhi is also under consideration of the Central Governiment;

AND WHEREAS a strategy and a scheme has been prepared by the local authorities in
the National Capital Territory of Delhi for regulation of urban street vendors in accordance
with the National Policy for Urban Street Vendors and the Master Plan for Delhi, 2021;

AND WHEREAS some time is required for making orderly arrangements in accordance
with the revised policy for relocation and rehabilitation of slum dwellers of Delhi as well as
for putting in place the scheme for regulation of urban street vendors in terms of the Master
Plan of Dethi, 2021 and also the national policy in this regard;

AND WHEREAS the Central Government has considered and finalised a policy regarding
regularisation of unauthorised colonies, village abadi area and its extension, as existed on
the 3 1st day of March, 2002 for which the guidelines are being framed;

Anp wWHEREAS the Central Government require time to take a considered view on the
policy regarding existing farm houses involving construction beyond permissible building
limits and regarding schools, dispensaries, religious institutions and cultural institutions,
storages, warchouses and godowns used for agricultural inputs or produce (including
dairy and poultry) in rural areas built on agricultural land, inter alig, in the light of
recommendations of the Expert Committees constituted by the Central Government in the
year 2006;

Anp wHEREAS the National Capital Territory of Delhi Laws (Special Provisions)
Ordinance, 2007 for making special provisions for the areas of the National Capital Territory
of Delhi for a further period of one year promulgated on 4th July, 2007 will cease to operate
fromthe 21st day of September, 2007;

{g) “punitive action” means action taken by a local authority under the relevant
law against unauthorised development and shall include demolition, sealing of premises
and displacement of persons or their business establishment from their existing location,
whether in pursuance of court orders or otherwise;

(#) “relevant law” means in case of—
(i) the Delhi Development Authority, the Delhi Development Act, 1957;

The issue of industries in Delhi has béen a subject of
extensive debate, controversy and concern over the past
decade. This has centred mainly on the aspects of pollu-
tion and negative environmental impact of industries, the
existence and continued growth of industries in non-con-
forming areas and the issue of classfication and permissi-
bility with reference 10 househeld industries. Serious con-
cern has been expressed regarding the continued exist-

ence and further prolifaration of industries in contraven- .

tion of Master Plan provisions.

of industries permitted in different use zones. Further, all
planned industrial areas are designaied under a single
landuse categery namely !ndustry. The standargs
prescribed by the pollution control autherities wouldtave
to be met by all industrial urits, in addition 1o specific
conditions in terms of number of workers and poweer ioad
in specified categories.
