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DELHI DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY 
QUTAB GOLF COURSE

GENERAL

1.
The Qutab Golf Course at Lado Sarai has been developed by the Delhi Development Authority. Situated about 5 Km off the Ring Road, on way to Qutab Minar. It is bounded by Aurobindo Marg on the West, Lado Sarai village on the South, DDA SFS flats of Saket on the East, and the Press Enclave Road on the North. Approach to the Golf Course is from the Press Enclave Road.

2.
The 18 hole Golf Course is spread over an area of approximately 46 hectares. A 250 yards driving range, operational since July ‘96, is already an attraction to a large number of golfers.

OBJECTS
3.
Golf is getting popular with more and more people wanting to take to this game. Extensive media coverage on golf have further heightened the interest of this sport in India, more so in the Capital, which has witnessed quite a few International Tournaments. The Asian Games not only created an awareness about golf but motivated young golfers to consider this game seriously. Limited Golf Courses in the Capital till now deprived the general public from playing this exciting game.

4.
This is the first Public Golf Course developed in the Country. With the commissioning of the 18 hole and with its ‘Pay & Play’ facility, the DDA has brought the game of Golf at the door steps of the general public, who so far, could not afford playing on the few and exclusive golf clubs in and around Delhi.

APEX BODY

5.
The Apex Body, headed by the Chief Patron and the President, shall lay down the policy and guidelines for the functioning of the QGC.

6.
The Chief Patron will be the Hon’ble Lt Governor of Delhi.

7.
The President will be the Vice Chairman of the Delhi Development Authority.
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MANAGEMENT
8.
The QGC will be run by the Sports Management Board of DDA which will retain the over all control, as in the case of its other Sports Complexes.

9.
The day to day management of affairs and concerns of the QGC will rest with the Management Committee whose composition will be as under:-

10.
The land over, which the Golf Course has been built, is the property of the DDA under the provision of the Delhi Development Act 1957. There is no statutory provision, rules, regulations, bye-law entitling participation in the management and affairs of the properties and schemes of the DDA by any private person. The Golf Course including all facilities built thereon like Club House, Restaurant, etc. is wholly owned and controlled by the DDA. No person with Playing Rights shall have any kind of rights in the property, finance management and affairs of the Golf Course.

PLAYING RIGHTS

11.
The Golf Course has been developed as a Public Golf Course keeping in view the basic intendment & purpose of the scheme of Pay & Play Course. Only limited number and term of Playing Rights are being granted. The Playing Rights shall not be transferable or inheritable. The control over the management etc. which will always be with the DDA, as set out here-in. Life-time Playing Rights and other term Playing Rights are restricted to the playing life of individuals granted such Playing Rights. In the event of demise of the individual the Playing Rights will not be transferable to his/her spouse or dependants. In the event of inability to play or use Golf Course for a minimum specified period of time for any reason by an individual having life term Playing Rights, his/her Playing Rights shall stand automatically cancelled after issuance of due notice and entry fee forfeited. (Rule 26 & 57) may also be seen in this connection.
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12.
The user/Playing Rights pattern of the course would be on the basis of limited term and life time Playing Rights as also on daily pay and play, casual basis. Playing Rights would be granted for period as indicated here-in. (In case of foreigners the Playing Rights would be for a period of one year and in Corporate category the Playing Rights will be for a period of 3 years).

13.
Individuals applying for grant of Playing Rights can exercise one of the options of the period of Playing Rights i.e. 3 years or life time. The number and the period of grant of Playing Rights will be at the sole discretion of the Management of the Qutab Golf Course of DDA.

14.
The Qutab Golf Course is a public golf course, which will essentially provide pay and play facility to ensure maximum participation. Playing Rights will hence be restricted to the minimum. The course will have certain eminent golfers on its roll so that they are able to impart nuances of the game and its etiquette, which are very important aspects of golf. Playing Rights would be permitted in the following categories:-

(vii)
Temporary Playing Rights for 15 days


Honorary and Staff/Dependant Staff Playing Rights of DDA will be given in addition to the above.

15.
Various types of Playing Rights as indicated above are defined in the succeeding paragraphs.

16.
Govt. Servants. This type of Playing Rights will be granted to serving and retired employees of Central Govt., State Govt. and Municipal Corporation of Delhi, New Delhi Municipal Council, Delhi Jal Board & Delhi Vidyut Board. Retired individuals should be pension holders. The Playing Rights once granted will not be transferred. Each individual can nominate his/her spouse and children (between the age of 5 and 25) as dependant individuals and their details disclosed in the application form at the time of applying for Playing Rights. Any individual who gets married after obtaining the Playing Rights of the Golf Course may get his/her spouse name included as dependant individual, provided the individual is
entitled to dependant Playing Rights.
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17.
Public Sector Undertakings/Autonomous Bodies. These will include serving and retired individuals from Public Sector Undertaking and Autonomous Bodies (other than those indicated in Para 16). The Playing Rights once granted will not be transferred. Each individual can nominate his/her spouse and children (between the age of 5 and 25) as dependant and their details disclosed in the application form at the time of applying for Playing Rights. Any individual who gets married after obtaining the Playing Rights of the Golf Course may get his/her spouse name included as dependant individual from the date of marriage.

18.
Others (Non-Services). This type of Playing Rights will be available to persons other than those not covered in the definition of Playing Rights for Govt. Servants and PSU’s. The Playing Rights once granted will not be transferred. Each individual (Non-Service) can nominate his/her spouse and children (between the age of 5 and 25) as dependant and their details disclosed in the application form at the time of applying for Playing Rights. Any individual who gets married after obtaining the Playing Rights of the Golf Course may get his/her spouse name included as dependant individual from the date of marriage.

19.
DDA Staff. This will be restricted to serving and retired individuals of DDA of the rank of Deputy Director or equivalent and above. Besides this, staff individuals having a handicap of 12 and below, from a recognized Golf Course/Club could also be considered for grant of Playing Rights of the Course. Playing Rights will need to be approved by the Competent Authority. The Playing Rights once granted will not be transferred. Each individual (Non-Service) can nominate his/her spouse and children (between the age of 5 and 25) as dependant and their details disclosed in the application form at the time of applying for Playing Rights. Any individual who gets married after obtaining the Playing Rights of the Golf Course may get his/her spouse name included as dependant individual from the date of marriage.

20.
Corporate. The Corporate Playing Rights will be granted on Term basis to Public Sector Undertakings, private sector, multi- national companies and government bodies. Each organization may nominate three employees for Playing Rights for a period of three years. Change of nominees will be allowed with prior approval of the Management Committee.

21.
Honorary. Past and present Chairmen, Vice-Chairmen, Engineer Members and Finance Members of DDA will be Honorary members. The Chief Patron may also at his discretion nominate Honorary Members for a term of three years.
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22.
Foreigner/NRI. This will be granted on term basis to Foreigners/NRI’s for a period of 1 year. Each individual can nominate his/her spouse and children (between the age of 5 and 25) as dependant and their details disclosed in the application form at the time of applying for Playing Rights.

23.
Temporary. Temporary Playing Rights will be for only for 15 days and is also open to students.

APPLICATION AND ACCEPTANCE OF PLAYING RIGHTS

24.
A candidate shall apply for the Term/life Playing Rights; hereinafter called Playing Rights, to the QGC on a prescribed form available from the Golf Course on payment of Rs.100. An applicant is eligible to use the Course only on receipt of the acceptance of communication and issue of I-card.

(a)
I-Cards. All those granted Playing Rights will be issued with laminated Identity cards. Rs.50 will be charged for each card (when issued initially). Separate Playing Rights cards for dependants where applicable will be issued on payment of Rs.50 each.

(b)
Possession of I-Cards. All those granted Playing Rights are advised to carry their Playing Rights cards whenever visiting the Qutab Golf Course. Non-production of Identity card may debar an individual from getting any course facility.

(c)
The Management Committee has sole discretion for grant or otherwise of Playing Rights and no representation will be entertained.

USAGE OF COURSE

25.
Being a Public Golf Course the number of Playing Rights are being restricted to those who actually have interest in the game of golf. Individuals granted Playing Rights should play at least 4 times in a quarter, failing which their Playing Rights are liable to be terminated and entry fee paid forfeited. Rule 25 to be read in conjunction with Rule 26 & 57.
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TERMINATION OF PLAYING RIGHTS

26.
Playing Rights shall be terminated for any of the following reasons:-

(a)
On the Individual’s request

(b)
For non-payment of club dues for a period of two months or more. The Management Committee will not be responsible for non-receipt of letters by the individuals for incorrect addresses or postal delays. Individuals are requested to ensure that monthly subscription is paid regularly to avoid termination of Playing Rights.

(c)
Misconduct or any act considered prejudicial to the good name and smooth functioning of the course or persistent infringement of the Rules and Byelaws of the Course.

(d)
The Management Committee may terminate the Playing Rights of any individual without assigning any reason whatsoever. Names of Individuals whose Playing Rights are terminated shall be posted on the Notice Board.

(e)
For not regularly using the facility as specified above.

(f)
No refund of any fees will be made on termination of Playing Rights.

27.
On termination of Playing Rights the individual cannot use the Course facilities unless his Playing Rights are approved afresh. This shall be treated as registration of the earlier rights. His/her case may be considered on submission of fresh application with necessary formalities, payment of charges and upon return of old I-card. In case of termination of Playing Rights due to non-payment of dues, re-acceptance will call for additional payment of 25% of entry fee at the then prescribed rate and on clearing the out-standing dues. The management will consider each case of revival of Playing Rights, due to non-payment of dues on its own merit. No refund of any fees will be made on termination of Playing Rights.

(18 holes) and for a maximum period of 41/2 hours.

All charges are exclusive of service tax.

36.
All fees charged under this Brochure are not refundable under any circumstances.

37.
The DDA reserves its absolute rights to revise or amend the Terms and Conditions including charges etc. in their discretion.

38.
Green Fees shall be paid in cash at the Green Fee counter only. Name of the player and the amount paid 
shall be entered in the book and receipt obtained.

39.
Honorary Members and members of the Management Committee will be exempted from payment of the 
entry fee and monthly subscription.

RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONs
40.
All individuals shall accept and honour the Rules and Bye-laws of the Qutab Golf Course.

41.
All individuals must comply with the instruction of the officials of the course. Non-compliance of such instructions will be viewed seriously. Any complaint may be brought to the notice of the Secretary. Complaints/suggestions may be entered by the individual in the Suggestion Book kept in the office.

OUTSTATION PLAYING RIGHTS

42.
Out station Playing Rights facility will be granted to those having life time Playing Rights with following proviso:-

(a)
Individuals asking for such facility should have been an active player using the golfing facility regularly and should have retained Playing Rights for one year before making such request.

(b)
Individual’s request for absentee playing rights would not be considered for a period of less than 12 calendar months.

(c)
Maximum period of absentee will be five years.

(d)
Individuals will pay such absentee subscription as may be fixed by the Management.

(e)
Individuals in and around Delhi i.e. in the National Capital Region will not be considered for absentee playing rights though these places are located out side the Municipal limits of Delhi.

RULES OF GOLF

43.
The latest rules for the game of Golf as prescribed by the Royal & Ancient Club of St. Andrews, shall 
govern rules of play at the Course, alongwith the Local Rules in force.

QUTAB GOLF COURSE: BYE-LAWS

44.
The Qutab Golf Course is an 18 hole Course.

45.
Each player must have his independant bag. Players sharing a bag will not be allowed to play.

46.
Players are requested to play fast, replace divots, repair pitch marks on the Green and smoothen bunkers. 
They should see that their Caddies carry a bag filled with earth to fill in/replace divots

47.
Players pulling their own trolleys must carry bag filled with earth for divot repair.

48.
A player is required to leave the Green immediately after putting out, and ensure that the flag stick is 
properly placed in the hole.

49.
Timings laid down for 18 holes play must be adhered to. Slow players will without question give pass to 
the following teams as soon as more than one clear hole ahead is available.

50.
Any player infringing on any of the Rules and Bye-Laws is liable to have his or her Playing Rights 
terminated.

51.
Caddies should be paid only their authorised remuneration as displayed on the Notice Board. Any 
payment over and above the authorised remuneration shall be viewed as infringement of the QGC Rules 
and may attract suitable action against the defaulters.

52.
Players are requested not to tip or pay extra money to any caddie or employee of the course.


Golf Carts

53.
Limited golf carts are available.

54.
Players having authorized driving license may use golf cart on payment.

55.
DDA will not be responsible for any mishap / injury caused to the individual while using the golf cart.

56.
Loss of I-Cards. Loss of identity card must be intimated to the Qutab Golf Course immediately on 
occurrence. Duplicate Playing Rights card will be issued on payment of Rs. 100/- to be billed to the 
individual.

57.
Payment of Bills. Qutab Golf Course will issue bills every two months. Non payment of bills for more than two months will lead to termination of Playing Rights. Surcharge of Rs. 50 will be levied for delayed payments. Onus of payment of bills is that of the individual. Individuals are advised to clear their Golf subscription on two monthly basis even if bills are not received due to Postal delay or disorder. This action will prevent termination of Playing Rights and resultant embarrassment to the individual.
58.
Lockers. Limited number of lockers are available for allotment to individuals. Rent for each locker will 
be Rs. 50/- per month. Individuals desirous of getting allotment of lockers are advised to put in 
applications. Allotment will be made on first-come-first-serve basis.

59.
The Qutab Golf Course is an independant setup of the DDA and has no affiliation with regard to Playing 
Rights with any of its other Sports Complexes.

TIMINGS

60.
Golf Course 


The timings of the Course will be as under:


Summer :- 5.30 am to 7.00 pm


Winter :- 7.00 am to 5.00 pm


Snack Bar and Players Lounge


Summer :- 5:30 am to 10 pm


Winter :- 7 am to 10 pm


The above timings can be modified from time to time by the Management. Every individual, dependant, guest/visitor will strictly comply with the club timings.


Wednesday will be observed as closed day.
PLAYERS LOUNGE

61.
The use of the Players Lounge is presently restricted to those having playing rights of Qutab Golf Course and are in possession of I. Cards. Spouses and dependants not in possession of I.Cards will be charged a Guest Fee of Rs 25/- everytime they avail the club facilities i.e. Bar and Restaurant.

As per the Excise rules, liquor will not be served to individuals below the age of 25. Dry Days will be observed with or without notification.

Holding of parties in the Players Lounge is not allowed


•
Any organization holding a tournament is allowed to obtain a bar license for a specific day / 


period for the consumption of liquor in the Open-Court-Snack Bar.


•
Use of Player’s Lounge is not allowed for tournaments other than club events.

Rules for Guests:

64.
•
All those having playing rights may bring a maximum of two guests at one time and will be 


charged Rs 25/- per guest.


•
Casual players and dependants are not allowed to bring guests.


•
Spouse/Dependants/Children not having I.Cards are permitted as guests


only if accompanied by parent /spouse having playing rights.

Bringing in Personal Food Item/Alcoholic Drinks 

Individuals, players, their dependants, and guests are not allowed to bring any eatables, beverages or alcoholic drinks into the Course, from outside for consumption on the Course.

ANIMALS

65.
Dogs or other pet animals are not allowed on the Course or in the Club House. 

CHILDREN

66.
All players who bring children to the Course are responsible at all times for the behaviour of the children as well as their safety while on the Course premises.

67.
Dependant children can play on the Course if accompanied with their Parents/Guardian. Children who wish to play as casual individuals may do so if they have a handicap of 16 and below.

68.
Children should not be allowed to stray on to the 9th or 18th greens of the course, in view of the danger of being hit by golf balls from oncoming matches.

SUGGESTIONS AND COMPLAINTS

69.
Constructive suggestions are welcome and may be entered in the “Suggestions book” which is kept in the office.

70.
Complaints should be addressed to the Secretary in writing or entered in a book which is kept for the purpose in the office.

ORDER OF PLAY

71.
(a)
The right of starting at the 1st Teeing ground shall be governed by and 

shall accrue to players according to the order in which their names are 

entered on a Time-sheet. When a Time-sheet is not in use, the right of 

starting shall be according to the order in which all players in a match 

arrive at the first Tee.

(b).
If any player is absent from the teeing ground at which he is to start or if his match or party is not complete and not present at the teeing ground as soon as the preceding match has teed off, he shall lose his right of precedence.

(c)
Players in Course matches and competitions shall always have precedence in starting over other players in private matches.

(d)
On occasions when a starter is present, players shall abide by his instructions as to starting. The starter will have discretion to re-arrange times as he considers fit and in the interest of good order and in fairness to all players.

(e)
The Committee may appropriate certain times on the Time-Sheet or close the Course for course matches and competitions or for any other purpose for specific period or days as they consider fit.

(f)
No player may start at any place on the Course other than at the 1st and 10th Teeing grounds or as decided by the Committee from time to time. A player starting from an unauthorized Teeing ground will have no standing on the course. No players may cut in front of other matches at any stage during the course of a round.

(g)
The Chief Patron, President and Chief Executive of the Course will have precedence at 1st and 10th Tee, whether entered on the Time Sheet
or not.

Rules of Golf
72.
The latest rules for the game of Golf for the time being as prescribed by the Royal & Ancient Club of St. Andrews, shall govern rules of play at the Course, alongwith the Local rules in force.

HANDICAP

73.
Individuals having playing rights and desiring a handicap must submit at least five cards of 18 holes each and shall state their last handicap at any other club or clubs of which they are or were members. Handicaps will be given to individuals as per USGA Handicap Rules.

GOLF ETIQUETTE AND DISCIPLINE

74.
Golf is a game of pleasing manners. It shall be incumbent upon all individuals, dependants, visitors and guests to bear this in mind.

Priority on Course

75.
Unless special/specific instructions are issued by the Golf Committee otherwise, the following procedure would apply:-

(a)
A two ball is entitled to pass any three or four ball (except on weekends & holidays when a two ball is not allowed).

(b)
A single player has no standing and will give way to match/play of any kind (two ball and above).

(c)
Any match playing a whole round is entitled to pass a match playing a shorter round.

(d)
If a match fails to keep up its pace on the course and lags more than one clear hole on the players in front, it should invite the match following to pass.

CARE OF COURSE.

76.
(a)
Play fast

(b
Level bunkers before leaving.

(c)
Replace divots, repair ball marks and damage by spikes.

(d)
Avoid damages to the course, particularly the trees in taking practice swings.

(e)
Practice only in the designated areas/greens.

(f)
Do not throw cigarette butts, empty packets and soft drink bottles or any other such litter on the course.

(g)
Before leaving bunkers, players should carefully fill and smoothen all holes and foot prints made by them.

(h)
Do not practice chipping on the regular greens.

SAFETY ON COURSE

77.
The responsibility for ensuring safe play lies with the golfers. Following safety precautions are laid down for strict observation by all golfers:-

(a)
Do not play a shot until you make sure that no one will be hit and all players ahead and to the side are out of range.

(b)
Shout “FORE” before hitting a shot even if there is a remote possibility of any player being hit by your ball. Play your shot only after receipt of acknowledgement from all concerned of your shout of ‘fore’.

(c)
Any golfer who injures another golfer or caddie or any person on the course and who is reported against, will be liable to be suspended from playing on the course for a duration, decided by the Management. Such golfers causing injury will also be liable to pay compensation.

Flags on the Course

78.
The Course has three flags Silver Grey flag with the logo of the Course will be hoisted when the Course is open. The green flag is of the Chief Patron and white colour flag is of the President of the course and shall be hoisted whenever the Chief Chief Patron and the President are on the Course.

CONCLUSION

79.
The increasing popularity of golf has made it well nigh impossible for golf courses in Delhi to meet up with large number of golf enthusiasts. The aesthetic architecture of Qutab Golf Course offers hassle free golfing to one and all and that too with in an affordable budget.

80.
And finally golf is a game and should be enjoyed as such. The game of golf should be embraced with the intention of joining a great army of good fellows; young and old, who play because it is the finest form of outdoor exercise which also offers companionship, competition, diversion and fun.
