2.0 POPULATION AND

During 1991-2001, the wurben populaion of
Delhi increesed a 3.87 percent annua growth
rate. The latter is influenced by the gradud
shifting of the rurd area and its merger with
urban aea With the continuation of the
present population trend, the tota population
of NCTD by the year 2011 and 2021 would be
182 lakhs and 225 lakhs  respectivey.
Envissging a bdanced regiond development,
the population for the NCTD has been
projected as under:
